Classification: Each competitor will be classified according to their age and shoot the
appropriate position per the NRA-USAS guidelines governing this type competition.

Course of Fire: Forty (40) shots with a time limit of 75 minutes. Unlimited sighters before the
first record shot. Four (4) B-40/4 targets will be hung at one time by staff.

Awards: Commonwealth Games participants will receive a t-shirt. Gold, Silver and Bronze
medals will be presented to the first three places. Depending on participation, ribbons will be
presented to fourth through tenth places.
